2019 Debt Reduction Drive

Dear Friends at Good News Reformed Church,

Summer Camp 2019 is in full swing and we couldn’t be more excited! What a great opportunity we have to
help children know the love of God. Our summer camp theme this year comes from Isaiah 43:1 — “I have
called you by name — you are mine!” We want to help our campers hear God’s voice.

Many campers make a commitment to Jesus while they are at Inspiration Hills. Our partnership with the
churches is critical. Camp is a place where many children are able to take what they have been taught at their
church homes and personalize it, and children who do not have a church home have the opportunity to be
introduced to Jesus at Inspiration Hills.

Helping people know and grow in Christ is the ministry we are involved in!

Our ministry takes resources. Over the years our expenses tend to be greater than our income. We have
experienced “debt creep.” The Board of Directors recognizes that we cannot continue down this path.
Therefore, we are intentionally engaging in this 2019 Debt Reduction Drive. We are asking for your help!

Debt history beginning in 2002 to the present:

2002 —2006 $130,000 or less 2012 $600,000
2007 —2009 $100,000 to $200,000 ($275,000 loan for EagleCrest Lodge)
2010-2011 $200,000 to $300,000 2013 -2018 $600,000 - $800,000

We need to pay down our debt. Will you help us? Your gift not only reduces the amount we owe; it also
reduces the amount of interest we pay. We would much rather use the interest payment amount in ministry
activities. The Board of Directors has set a goal of paying off our debt in 10 years or less.

The goal for this year is $85,000 by September 1. If every congregation in our four supporting RCA Classes
gave $915, we would meet the goal for this year. We also recognize that each congregation has different ability
to give. The following gift chart would be another way of achieving the goal:
